
Literacy Centers in First Grade

Purpose:

Each week your child will participate in various centers. The purpose of these centers is to give your child the time to learn and work cooperatively with other students while doing several hands -on reading, writing, listening, and art activities.  During these centers, the teacher will work with reading groups.

Literacy Center Procedures:

The students will be assigned to one center each day.  Students will be grouped by various abilities.  There will be between 2-3 students in a group. 

Students will work with each other to complete their center.  After completing the center, students will work on any of the following After Center Activities:

D.E.A.R. Drop Everything And Read                 
Complete Morning Journal Topic/Morning Work

Any Unfinished Work

What Are The Literacy Centers?

 Listening Center: 

**Students will listen and follow along to a storybook.  After listening, students will complete a Listening Evaluation on the story or a related activity.
 Computer Center:

 ** Students will practice specific skills using various computer programs. 

 Academic Center/Word Works:

**Students will perform various activities practicing specific academic skills. For example, a game that may involve the short vowel we are working on that week.
 Writing Center:

**Students will demonstrate writing abilities on different themes/topics.
 Art Center:

**Students will make special art projects.  

 Reading Center:

**Students will read an assigned story and complete a book report or comprehension question sheet.

*Poetry Center: 


**Students will work on reading poems and finding words within the poem that coincide with our skill of the week.

**These centers will change every week:  The students will participate in centers throughout the week.   The first few weeks of Literacy Centers will be used for training and assessment of students.  After each child has been assessed completely, we will begin Reading Groups.

Reading Groups:

Students will be placed in a reading group according to what skill needs to be developed. Reading groups will not always stay the same.  As soon as a child has mastered the skill, they will be moved to work on his/her next needed skill.
Literacy Center Rules:

Your child will be trained on the procedures and rules daily.  This should be a fun and enjoyable time for your child to learn and work together with classmates.  If these are followed, we will fulfill our purpose.

1. Ask a Friend…


1. Your child will need to seek a friend for assistance before coming to me.  I will be working with small groups and will not be able to be interrupted continually.  This helps in two ways.  It gets your child to use others their age as a resource or find answers on their own.  It also assists me in getting what needs to be accomplished in reading groups.

2. Work Politely and Quietly Together

This is the time when students can enjoy each other.  They are allowed to talk and have fun.  They will learn to use cooperative quiet voices in these centers.  

3. Put Center Baskets/Containers in the Proper Place
