FIRST GRADE WHERE READING HAPPENS!

In the next few weeks I will be assessing your child in reading. Your child will be working hard on becoming a great reader who uses reading strategies to help him or her with reading. I have attached a bookmark for you and your child to use at home that will help make reading become less frustrating as we move into more difficult material. As parents I know when we have our children read to us we tend to just give them the word when they are stuck!  It is important to really watch yourself and not do that. You must ask your child to: 

1. Look at the pictures

2. Get his or her mouth ready to make the first sound

3. Chunk it by looking for a part he or she knows

4. Skip then go back “read skip read”

5. Reread- go back and read again

6. Think about the meaning of the story

These are our tools for reading. Go over these tools daily. This “new” vocabulary will become second nature to your child. Please help me help them become great readers. Once your child utilizes these strategies he or she will use them for the rest of their educational endeavors.


Lastly, after assessments are over I will be putting your child into reading groups. We will work on material that is at his or her level with the goal of continued progression throughout the year. During our reading block we will also be working with literacy centers and completing seatwork on a rotating schedule.  Our reading block is designed to continually reinforce skills learned and work on learning new skills that will help your child as he or she continues on their educational journeys.
